I Am The Door — John 10:1-10 (ESV) 
 
 1 “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter the sheepfold by the door but 
climbs in by another way, that man is a thief and a robber. 2 But he who enters by the 
door is the shepherd of the sheep. 3 To him the gatekeeper opens. The sheep hear his 
voice, and he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 4 When he has 
brought out all his own, he goes before them, and the sheep follow him, for they 
know his voice. 5 A stranger they will not follow, but they will flee from him, for they 
do not know the voice of strangers.” 6 This figure of speech Jesus used with them, but 
they did not understand what he was saying to them. 
 7 So Jesus again said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. 
8 All who came before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not listen to 
them. 9 I am the door. If anyone enters by me, he will be saved and will go in and out 
and find pasture. 10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I came that 
they may have life and have it abundantly.

He gives them two more figures of speech that are dif-
ferent but related. What does the “door” speak to? 

2. Who is Jesus referring to as thieves and robbers? 
3. Verse 22 tells us the time was the Feast of Dedication (Hanukkah). 

Ezekiel 34 was a part of the liturgy. How does Jesus co-opt this to 
speak of himself as its fulfillment? 

4. In verse 5, how do we discern between competing voices of Jesus and 
the thieves?

By eating the bread and drinking the cup with 
us as a visitor, you are acknowledging to our church that you are in covenant with God. You also 
acknowledge that you are a sinner, without hope except in the sovereign mercy of God, and that 
you are trusting in Jesus Christ alone for your salvation. If you have any doubts about your partici-
pation, please speak to the pastor or one of the elders after the service. Wine and bread are the ele-
ments of the supper as instituted by Jesus Christ. We recommend the use of wine; however we of-
fer both juice and wine in the tray to allow true liberty of conscience.
