One Body With Many Necessary Parts — 1 Corinthians 12:12–31 (ESV) 
 

 12 For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the 
body, though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. 13 For in one Spirit we were all 
baptized into one body—Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and all were made to drink 
of one Spirit. 
 14 For the body does not consist of one member but of many. 15 If the foot should 
say, “Because I am not a hand, I do not belong to the body,” that would not make it 
any less a part of the body. 16 And if the ear should say, “Because I am not an eye, I do 
not belong to the body,” that would not make it any less a part of the body. 17 If the 
whole body were an eye, where would be the sense of hearing? If the whole body 
were an ear, where would be the sense of smell? 18 But as it is, God arranged the mem-
bers in the body, each one of them, as he chose. 19 If all were a single member, where 
would the body be? 20 As it is, there are many parts, yet one body. 
 21  The eye cannot say to the hand, “I have no need of you,” nor again the head to 
the feet, “I have no need of you.” 22 On the contrary, the parts of the body that seem to 
be weaker are indispensable, 23 and on those parts of the body that we think less hon-
orable we bestow the greater honor, and our unpresentable parts are treated with 
greater modesty, 24 which our more presentable parts do not require. But God has so 
composed the body, giving greater honor to the part that lacked it, 25 that there may 
be no division in the body, but that the members may have the same care for one an-
other. 26 If one member suffers, all suffer together; if one member is honored, all re-
joice together. 
 27 Now you are the body of Christ and individually members of it. 28 And God has 
appointed in the church first apostles, second prophets, third teachers, then miracles, 
then gifts of healing, helping, administrating, and various kinds of tongues. 29 Are all 
apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all work miracles? 30 Do all possess 
gifts of healing? Do all speak with tongues? Do all interpret? 31 But earnestly desire 
the higher gifts.

3. In Acts 9:4, Jesus asks Saul why Saul is persecuting him (Saul was 

persecuting believers). What does this tell us about how Jesus views 
his people? What does this tell us when we sin against others? 

4. From verse 31, how are we to go about desiring the higher gifts? How 
is this desiring informed by chapter 13 on love?

When we sin against other believers, in a sense, we are also sinning against Jesus.

Visiting children who have not been examined by their church’s lead-
ership, we ask to refrain. By sharing in the Supper, you are acknowledging to our church that you 
are in covenant with our Triune God through the person and work of Jesus Christ. If you are in 
doubt about your participation, please refrain. Wine and bread are the elements of the supper as 
instituted by Jesus Christ. We recommend the use of wine; however we offer both juice and wine 
in the tray to allow true liberty of conscience.
