Both 
Christians and 
non-Christians 
need to hear 
the good news 
of salvation and 
grow in it. 

Questions for Further Reflection: 
1. Paul is the only NT author who uses the Greek word translated as 

“bears”. In other works, it is translated as “covers, protects, supports, 
wards off, holds back, resists; it can even mean “keep a secret” or 
“hold one’s confidence”. How does this variety of meaning help us 
understand love? 

2. Four times in this verse the Greek word “panta” is used, which is gen-
erally translated as “All”. Does “All” here mean “without exception” or 
“without distinction”? 

3. Is the expectation that love “believes all things” a call for Christians 
to be gullible? John Calvin notes “A Christian man will reckon it bet-
ter to be imposed upon by his own kindness and easy temper , than 
to wrong his brother by an unfriendly suspicion.” How might 
Calvin’s idea help us understand this call? 

4. A. Thiselton notes that “God’s love for the world never tires of sup-
port…it knows no constraint of context, time, or place…”. How does 
God’s love for us actually empower us in our love for one another? 
What practical actions ought we to engage in to improve our love?
