Love That Goes the Distance: 1 Corinthians 13:1-8a (ESV) 

  
1If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I am a 

noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. 2And if I have prophetic powers, and under-
stand all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to remove 
mountains, but have not love, I am nothing. 3If I give away all I have, and if I de-
liver up my body to be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing. 4Love is patient 
and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant 5or rude. It does not insist 
on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; 6it does not rejoice at wrongdoing, 
but rejoices with the truth. 7Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all 
things, endures all things. 8Love never ends.

Questions for Further Reflection: 
1. Some understand Paul’s language in verse 7 as encouraging passivity. 

How is loving others  in the way Paul describes actually a great ac-
tion? 

2. Consider your online posts, forwards, retweets, and likes. How 
are they promoting love in our community? Do they make you 
move toward others or do they help you keep up walls against 
them? What might silence from you do for your heart? 

3. Consider: “Love never tires of support, never loses faith, never ex-
hausts hope, never gives up.”—A. Thiselton.  How does this type of 
love throw you back upon Christ Jesus? 

4. Consider: “Like Christ on the cross, love endures scorn, failure, 
ingratitude. At the end shines out the light of Easter, for love never 
ends.”—G. Deluz. Love overcomes the evil we find in others and in 
ourselves. What has been a personal challenge for you in loving oth-
ers? How does the invincibility of God’s love keep you from despair?
